Shumard Oak

Named for Benjamin Franklin Shumard (1820-1869), State geologist of Texas in 1860, Shumard oak is a southern U.S. dweller of wetlands, remarkable for its exceeding energy of growth, and retention of the leaves very late into fall. Unlike regular red oak, its acorns and leaves are modest sized, but ultimately it grows just as large. The bark is rougher, and the undersides of the leaves have conspicuous scattered tufts of tawny hairs.
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BENEFITS FROM TREES
Trees clean the air.
Trees buffer loud noises.

Arbor Day was first celebrated April 10, 1872 in Nebraska at the suggestion of J. Sterling Morton as a day for tree planting.  Nebraska lacked sufficient trees and this was a means to encourage conservation.  Tree planting was Morton’s hobby and life-long interest.  He personally set out hundreds of trees and to him is given the credit for originating “Arbor Day”.
The third Friday of every February is Arbor Day in Georgia to coincide with the southern tree planting season.
